  Hydroplaning –What is it and 
when does it occur? 
 
Hydroplaning is the result of your 
tires moving FAST across a wet 
surface – so fast that they do not 
have sufficient time to channel the 
water away from the center of the 
tire.  The result is the tire is lifted 
away from the road.  Most of us 
can’t walk on top of water so it’s a 
pretty safe bet that most of us can’t 
ride a bike or car that way either. 
 
How fast is too fast?  That depends 
on a number of factors such as 
tread design, tread depth, weight of 
the vehicle, tire pressure, depth of 
the water and even the consistency 
of the water.  It’s a pretty safe bet 
that speeds in excess of 60MPH are 
fast enough to cause hydroplaning 
regardless of the other variables.  
This doesn’t mean that you’re 
going to be safe at 55MPH.  This is 
where those OTHER VARIABLES 
that I mentioned come into play. 
 
If you are into playing around with 
formulas, this one comes close to 
predicting the speed at which you 
will hydroplane.  Assume 
approximately 2/10ths of an inch of 
water.   
10.27 * Sqrt(tire pressure). 
 
What should you do if you feel the 
bike start to hydroplane? 
DO NOT apply the brakes. 
DO NOT try to steer in any 
direction except straight ahead. 
Raise both knees as high as 
possible and kiss your butt goodbye 
– because you are probably going 
to go down.

·  10 percent of drivers have 
done work-related tasks 
while driving, either by 
reviewing notes, talking on 
the phone or using a 
computer. 

·  32 percent of drivers admit 
to having read while 
driving. 

·  39 percent have tended to 
children while driving. 

·  51 percent say they use a 
cell phone while driving. 

·  70 percent admit to eating 
while driving. 

The lesson should be clear; be 
careful out there, scan way ahead, 
and always be ready to take evasive 
action.
