| am writing you today concerning the proposedslagion to increase toll fees on Maryland tolldeabridges, tunnels and other EZ
PASS charges.

While understanding current budgeidtics | in part can be in support of generdlitareases around our state. However, in the
current continuing practice of (negligent) toll ofpes against certain class or classes | believeaheproposed increase is without question
adding salt to an already open wound.

I am writing to express my foremoshcern over unfair toll charges that “forever” bdeen imposed on two axle motorcycles and
three axle motorcycles. Motorcycle riders haveagisvpaid an unfair share as tolls are applied ®ight’ class which has errantly been
extended to “axle count”.

I in particular ride the biggest mssphisticated two axle motorcycle that has eeentbuilt, the Honda Goldwing. With me and my
passenger on board we cross the toll bar at a whgdpl50 pounds and pay the same toll as a twedwinp truck or worse, the small two axl
tank truck. Has that been fair? Unquestionaldy, But because the system counts axle and nothiveftat's how it is. Now, when | pull my
small 17 cubic foot trailer with lunch and a sugteanside I'm counted as three axles. Now I'm ghdrthe same as a large dump truck (tonng
unknown) and a myriad of (tonnage to axle ratioislel). That hasn't been fair in the past and tlesvTransportation Authority increases is
just unthinkable. When | take my motorcycle acr@ssll facility pulling my trailer | will with theproposed increase pay $9.00. Keep in mind
that now | weigh in at a whopping 1,550 poundstill weigh less then the smallest automobile anrttad today. However, while | pay my
