Rider Educators

Hi Everyone, We thought that we would share some 
information from my recent ERC course training that I 
did a few weeks ago. There was a lot of practice 
maneuvering the bike thru turns, weaving and operator 
controls. Such as braking, shifting, controlling your 
motorcycle and stopping with your bike in gear and 
ready to roll out of any hazard while you are stopped. I 
found out that I had some bad habits and needed to 
correct them. The course helped reminded me of habits 
that I need to look for to be safe on the road. One of the 
most dangerous spots for a motorcycle accident is an 
intersection. They say the position between 11 and 1 on 
a clock is where most of the intersection accidents 
happen; of course we need to keep an eye behind us as 
there have been a few accidents from the rear as well. 
All in all we need to be safe so we can enjoy our time on 
our bikes. One other thing to mention is we now have 28 
members registered in our levels program. Good job let’s 
keep it going.  For those who may be dragging along a 
trailer on your rides this summer, please review and use 
the trailer checklist provided below.

Honda CB 400 
 
Describe your first motor cycle ride (including when 
and where)?   
 

My dad had a 1948 Harley K. He would put me in the 
seat behind him and I would wrap my fingers through 
his belt and hang on. We had a hill with a walking path 
that went up about 8' into a higher parking lot that we 
would go up. I would fly up out of the seat and squeal for 
joy. Dad said we were making the bike fly.  Mom would 
come out and holler for us to be careful. I rode with him 
every day after work until I got too big to sit behind him 
in the seat. That was back in the early 50's. 
 
Why did you decide to become a member of 
GWRRA/MD CHPT H? 
 

Years ago and when we got our Gold Wing we were 
looking around for someone to ride with. A friend at the 
7-11 knew of Chapter H and put us in touch. 
 
What has been your most memorable bike ride? 
 

We got a new 1978 Gold Wing and was cruising around 
Cecil County checking out the back roads. It was a 
clear, perfect riding day. Temperature was around 78 
degrees and a light wind was blowing. It was great but a 
sudden cloud-burst sprung up and rained just a few 
minutes. The road got slick with surface oil just as we 
came up on a hair pin curve. It was a tight right hand 
turn on a flat surface so we could see that it was clear 
all the way around. The opposite side of the road had a 
gently banked yard so we decided to take it to come out 
of the back slipping.  We could NOT see that it had a 
ditch in it that the yard owner had filled up with grass 
cuttings.  The front tire dropped in it and the tail in came 
up and spun around. In fear that I was going to fly over 

the fairing or land on my husband I bailed off, up in the 
air and to the side.  I went up and up and up and over 
and landed flat on my back. What got me was NOT that 
we weren't hurt, that the bike was NOT hurt (too bad - 
rode it home) but that I had JUST gotten a new pair of 
white jeans and was wearing them. The ditch had 3" of 
dirty water, mud, slimy ooze and the grass that was 
sinking into my new, white jeans. I was as mad as a wet 
hen!  I just laid there, even when help showed up I was 
SO disgusted I didn't want to stand up so everyone could 
see the mess.  To this day I have never owned another 
pair of white jeans! 
 
What would you say is your ultimate stress buster?   
 

I love to ride the bike. As soon as we get on it and take 
off all of my worries, troubles, things to take care off: all 
of it falls off my shoulders and lands in the driveway.  I 
know it will be there to pick up when I get back but when 
we ride it all disappears so riding is my ultimate stress 
buster. 
 
What would you like more time for, to do what? 
 

I want to write a book.  My family goes back many years 
in Harford County.  We know the names of landmarks 
that are disappearing in face of land development and 
will be lost forever. I feel that they should be recorded 
and sent to the Historical Society to be preserved. I also 
want to write a how-to and what to do book for my job.
