  We have talked a lot lately about 
the different types of obstacles that 
we may encounter on the roadway, 



so lets consider what we should do 
to minimize the danger of these 
“close encounters”.  Obviously the 
preferred solution is to be alert 
enough to see the object far enough 
ahead so that you have sufficient 
time and room to swerve around 
the obstacle.  But what do you do if 
it becomes necessary to ride over 
the piece of lumber, a curb or 
pothole, etc.?  The danger is that as 
the front wheel impacts the object 
the suspension will “bottom out” or 
the handlebars will be ripped out of 
the riders hands.  If you rise up off 
the seat and position yourself 
slightly to the rear of the bike you 
will unload the front forks and 
allow the front suspension to 
absorb the shock.  Also your legs 
will provide additional shock 
absorption.  Keep your head up and 
your knees tight against the tank to 
gain some additional stability.  
Also it will help if you accelerate 
slightly just before you strike the 
object to allow the suspension to 
extend even more.
