Motorcycling in the Rain 
Riding in the rain has some very dangerous conditions.  
We have all been caught out in the sudden cloud bursts 
and fussed about the humidity, not seeing through the 
windshield and getting; not really soaked, but just sticky, 
wet and uncomfortable. 
I hope that your safety first antenna stick up and shout 
great, big, loud ALERT sounds. Sudden, downpours 
make the road slick with the oil and dirt that lay on the 
surface. A motorcycle can slide quicker on wet 
pavement than on gravel or sand. You could slide out 
and drop down or fish-tail. Hopefully your PLP training 
will allow you to correct and straighten up but sometimes 
it can result in a bike wreck and/or rider injury. 

If you are caught in a cloudburst: 

 - slow down 
 - if you have a co-rider: watch for running water or areas 
that appear shiny with a rainbow appearance (this 
indicates oils present in the water). Communicate this to 
your rider and others following you. 
 - increase distances between bikes 
 - watch the bike ahead more carefully for signs of 
skidding 
 - allow more time for maneuvering 
 

September is the beginning of tornado and hurricane 
season: with sudden, violent cloud bursts; many times 
associated with extremely high. blustery winds.  Please 
remember to listen to your weather forecasts each 
morning before you decide to ride......and always err on 
the side of safety.  It may look great outside now but if 
nasty weather is predicted for later: always have an 
alternative way to get back home. 

It is better to park the bike at a friend or families place 
and get a ride home than getting hurt by trying to outrun 
rain and bad weather conditions. 

Ride happy, ride safe and ride smart. 
Also…… Remember to send David and Debbie an e-
mail if you return from a rally where you have taken a 
training class. They can update your levels.  This is very 
important for the chapter to maintain and update the 
levels for the educational requirement for GWRRA
